Though the
book is on the long side, I read it in just a few hours; it creates not only a rich, complex portrait of race
relations in America, but it is also a page-turner with a lot of romance and snappy prose.

Adichie is an extremely engaging storyteller. Many of you watched her TedTalk last year,  “The
Danger of a Single Story.”
